SUNDAY connecTION

Today we celebrate the feast of the Baptism of the Lord. In
today's Gospel, as in the other Gospel accounts of Jesus'
baptism, we hear John the Baptist address the confusion of the
people who thought that John might be the Messiah. In response,
John contrasts the baptism that he performs with the Baptism that
Jesus will inaugurate. John the Baptist says that he has baptized
with water, but that someone will come and baptize with the Holy
Spirit. The type of baptism that John performed was not yet a
Christian Baptism; it was a preparation for Christian Baptism
through which sins are forgiven and the gift of the Holy Spirit is
received.

The baptism of Jesus is reported in each of the three Synoptic
Gospels—Matthew, Mark, and Luke. Clearly, it was an event of
great significance for Jesus and for the early Christian community.
The Evangelists Mark and Luke report the story from Jesus'
perspective; the voice from heaven is addressed to Jesus.
Compare this to Matthew's Gospel in which the voice from heaven
speaks to everyone. In Luke, however, the Holy Spirit descends
upon Jesus during his time of prayer after his baptism. Through
his Gospel, Luke will show Jesus to be a person of prayer who
withdraws regularly from the crowds and his disciples to pray to
his Father.

The baptism of Jesus is considered a manifestation of God in
Jesus, another “epiphany.” On this, the last day of the Christmas
season, our Gospel reveals to us Jesus' relation to God: the son
of Mary and Joseph is also God's own Son. In Luke's Gospel, all
three members of the Trinity are manifested here: God the Father
in the voice, the Holy Spirit descending, and Jesus the Son. At the
beginning of his Gospel, Luke is communicating to us important
information about the identity of Jesus. In the verses that follow,
Luke lists the genealogy of Jesus, tracing Jesus' ancestry back to
the first person, Adam, who is also identified as the son of God.
We, the children of Adam and Eve, are again made children of
God through Baptism.

Every family has a unique identity that is defined by the behaviors,
attitudes, and expectations that govern a family's daily life. This
identity is influenced by the family history of the parents, but each
family's expression of this history is unique. In today's Gospel, we
learn that Jesus' behavior, attitudes, and expectations were governed
by his identity as God's beloved Son. In our Baptism, we were made
children of this same heavenly Father. This identity as members of the
family of God, and as brothers and sisters of Jesus, also shapes our
family's daily life.

As you gather as a family, identify some of the expectations and
behaviors that govern your family life by answering the question,
“What are some of the things that make our family life unique?”
Celebrate these things about your family life. Read today's Gospel,
Luke 3:15-16,21-22. Observe that Jesus' identity as the Beloved Son
of the Father governed his behaviors, attitudes, and expectations.
Recall that at our Baptism we were made children of this same
heavenly Father. How does this identity as a member of the family of
God govern and shape our family life?

QUESTIONS & CA'I'I-IOIIC Answens

Why did John baptize Jesus?

At first, even John the Baptist sought to dismiss Jesus' request for
baptism (Matthew 3:14). John recognized Jesus was the spotless
Lamb of God (John 1:29) who did not need to be baptized to show His
repentance. He then consented after Jesus replied, "Let it be so now,
for thus it is fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness” (Matthew 3:15).

First, Jesus sought to make a clear connection with John the Baptist.
John was the "voice of one crying in the wilderness" (Matthew
3:3; Isaiah 40:3) who served as the Elijah who was to come. As the
one to announce the Messiah, it was fitting for him to dedicate Jesus
for His public ministry.

Second, Jesus' baptism connected the humanity of Jesus with the
rest of humanity. Though He was without sin, He took on the form of a
man and identified with human experiences. This even included His
experience of being baptized, a practice He would later command of all
His followers (Matthew 28:18-20).

Third, Jesus' baptism provided an example He expected other
believers to follow. In Matthew 28:18-20 we read, "All authority in
heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go therefore and make
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that | have
commanded you. And behold, | am with you always, to the end of the
age." Jesus began His public ministry with baptism; He ended His
public ministry with a command for His followers to baptize others.

Fourth, the baptism of Jesus provided the first explicit mention in the
New Testament involving all three members of the Triune God
(Matthew 3:16-17). Jesus, the Spirit, and the voice of God the Father
all appear at one time, revealing the uniqueness of each Person of the
Trinity while affirming their essential unity.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 2. This means you like a
balanced approach to travel. Walking two to three miles over the course of
a day is no problem for you. You can partake in a two-hour leisurely
walking tour, covering up to two miles (with included breaks).

Experience It! Burgos, Land of Cathedrals

Burgos was founded in 884 AD and its historical heritage is immediately evident. Its main sites are ecclesiastical, most notably
its cathedral, but it has an atmosphere of rare grandeur. Burgos Cathedral, begun in 1221 and completed in 1567, is among the
most admired in the world. Especially remarkable is its south portal, the “Puerta del Sarmental,” considered the best example of
Gothic sculpture of its century. The cathedral is modeled after Bourges Cathedral in France and reflects the Gothic style made

popular in Spain by the Cistercian Order.



IDENTIFICATION
