Matthew’s Gospel quickly moves from the disciples’ discovery of 
Jesus’ empty tomb, to Jesus’ appearance to Mary Magdalene and 
the other Mary, to the commission that Jesus gives his disciples in 

today’s Gospel. 

The Final Commission, as this Gospel is sometimes called, is 
given on the mountaintop. Earlier in Matthew’s Gospel, Peter, 
James, and John had seen Jesus transfigured on the 
mountaintop (Matthew 17:1-8). Also in the Gospel of Matthew, 
Jesus taught the crowds from the mountaintop in what we now 

call the Sermon on the Mount. 

Here we are told that the eleven disciples go the mountaintop in 
Galilee, as Jesus had instructed through Mary Magdalene and the 
other Mary (cf. Matthew 28:9-10). They see Jesus, and both 
worship and doubt at the same time. Jesus approaches them and 
commissions them to baptize and teach, "to make disciples of all 
nations." It is a task which Jesus had previously prepared his 
disciples for; recall that Jesus had sent the twelve apostles to 
preach the Kingdom of God and to heal (cf. Matthew 10:1-15). 
However, earlier the Twelve were sent only to the House of Israel; 
in this Final Commission, the eleven are told to go to "all nations." 
The mission of Jesus is now to be taken to all people; the task 

now is to baptize and to teach. 

Jesus commissions his disciples to baptize in the name of the 
Trinity, one of the clearest attestations found in Scripture for 
baptism in the name of the Trinity. The ending of Matthew’s 
Gospel can be understood as the beginning of the Church. Jesus 
commissions his disciples to continue to teach in his name and to 
bring others into the community of disciples through baptism. The 
Gospel ends, as it had begun, with the promise that Jesus will 
continue to be Emmanuel, "God with us" (cf. Matthew 1:23), for all 

eternity. 

 

BIBLE 

 Just as Jesus sent his disciples to make disciples, our 
family, the domestic Church, is called to bear witness to 
the life of discipleship. That act of witnessing can take 
many forms. First and foremost our family should call 
people to discipleship by the example of our love for one 
another. That example is only the beginning; our love must 
extend beyond the family, reaching out to others and to the 
world. 
Together with your family, identify one or more ways in 
which your family lives the life of Christian discipleship. 
Thank God for the blessing of the opportunity to be able to 
show God’s love. Then read together today’s Gospel, 
Matthew 28:16-20. Discuss what Jesus sends his disciples 
to do. Work together to identify one or more ways in which 
your family would like to do a better job bearing witness to 
the life of discipleship. Choose one of those ways and 
work together to make it happen. Pray as a family for the 
grace to be witnesses to the world of the life of 
discipleship.

 A Parish is not simply a "branch office" of the Church, nor a 
periodic audience of people, nor an occasional public; but it is a 
formally organized social group. It is a portion of 
a Diocese under the authority of a priest legitimately appointed 
to secure in virtue of his office for the faithful dwelling therein, 
the helps of religion.  
 The faithful are called parishioners, and they become 
parishioners by acquiring a domicile or a quasi-domicile within 
the geographical boundaries or territory of the Parish.   
 Parishioners could be active parishioners or non active 
parishioners, and the question of parishioner status is important 
because parishioners look to their Parish for many services like   
parishioner tuition rates in our Catholic schools; the use of our 
facilities for liturgical services such as baptisms, weddings and 
funerals; and certification as eligible sponsors at Sacramental 
celebrations.  
 These rights and services within the church bring with them 
certain obligations, as in any form of community.  
 To be considered “active”, parishioners must be registered 
in the parish; attend Mass faithfully; support the life of the parish 
by sharing time and talents in service, and sharing treasure 
(tithing) to build up the community. Active participation in 
Christian Stewardship makes you an ACTIVE parishioner.
